WISHEE WASHEE: everything Aladdin isn’t.  Naïve and childlike, does his best, tries to follow instructions to the letter.  Unfortunately, the letter isn’t always as clear as he needs it to be.  Always hungry with a tendency to eat the most unsuitable things...   A great character role for a performer with impeccable comic timing and experienced slapstick
ABANAZAR: archetypal panto baddie, devious, self-serving, arrogant and no sense of humour.   A great character role for an experienced actor, who can command the stage and make an audience quiver in their seats.  He should not be backwards in coming forwards.
PRINCESS LILING: young, beautiful, has led a completely sheltered life with no idea about the outside world.  There’s something of the Marie Antointette about her, her lack of comprehension about life doesn’t make her a bad person and she’s keen to learn.  A fun role for a youthful actress keen to make an impression, she will have an amazing voice to surprise all and a demeanour that is naive but no push over
GENIE: young hunk - vain, into the body beautiful and not too bright.  We are seeking a strong, muscular actor with total stage presence, excellent singing voice and an expert at turning heads!
