We have a limited number of 50% bursaries to offer our Young Courtyard students only.  As a result of record demand, we are now offering a set of criteria for all applicants to help us choose the students who will benefit most from a reduction in fees.

Bursaries will be assessed on a TERMLY basis, as circumstances may change for individual students and their families or care providers.

Please read the enclosed Bursary Guidelines and Application Form thoroughly, and where possible please enclose any copies of relevant documentation with your completed form.

Each applicant is individually assessed, and please remember that, due to the limited number of bursaries available, we will be choosing carefully based on perceived need.  If a bursary goes to someone who might be able to pay their fees, then a truly needy child might be passed over.  We hope that this will make our choices fair and thoughtful.

We look forward to your completed application form and any relevant documentation before the term’s deadline.  Any bursary applications received after this date will sadly not be considered.
